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Rwanda’s ranking on control of corruption

According to the World Bank Worldwide Governance Indicators, Rwanda has made a very
good progress compared to other Sub Saharan African countries in combating corruption. It is
clearly indicated that corruption has reduced considerably.

The 2010 World Bank Worldwide Governance Indicators show that Rwanda is ranked the
fourth (4™) least corrupt country out of 53 countries in Africa with 70.8%. Rwanda comes
after Botswana (79.9 %), Cape Verde (74.6 %) and Mauritius (73.2 %).

The figure below clearly indicates that Rwanda is the most improved compared to other
countries ranked from 2006 to 2010. Since 1996, the country has made a considerable step,
i.e. from 20.0% score in 1996 to 70.8% in 2010.

Reacting to this report, the Deputy Ombudsman in charge of preventing and fighting
corruption and other related offences said that “Indeed these are commendable results in
combating corruption, but much more efforts are still required because we aim at becoming
the first worldwide”. “Rwandans are very lucky to have leaders with a high political will to
fight against corruption. The political will in Rwanda is realised mostly from the top
leadership and is witnessed through speeches, interviews and actions taken against offenders.
This is a clear indicator of zero tolerance to corruption. And Rwanda’ zero tolerance to
corruption is not only witnessed by Rwandans but also international organizations as
indicated below” added the Deputy Ombudsman.
